Brief

To design and make a range of hot snacks suitable for year 7 pupils to be sold in the school canteen. The products are to cost no more than the value of a dinner ticket, so that they are available to everyone.

Key information


The products are to be designed for sale in the school canteen. Therefore, the products need to be relatively cheap to produce, and may also need to be suitable for storing for a number of days, allowing many of the products needed for the week to be made at the beginning of the week, ready for the rest of the week.


The products are to be snack foods, so will need to be cheaper than the complete meals on offer in the canteen. The foods must be suitable for take-away, so things such as packaging need to be taken into consideration. The products must be easy to carry, and easy to eat whilst walking around. For example, products requiring the use of knives will be unsuitable. The products shouldn’t be too greasy either, as some products may be held in the hand.


The products will also need to provide a nutritionally balanced alternative to the complete meals on offer.


The products must be savoury foods, not desserts.

Other points


Another point to take into consideration for this task is how easy it would be to make the product on a large scale, as a few hundred of each product would need to be made at once in a canteen environment. This would mean that the products would need to be storable for a few days, instead of making the products every day.
