These include cursor and screen positioning, 
setting the accent register, changing baud rate, input/ 
output mode, display and keyboard modes. There are 
many "extra" features, such as the 15-inch non­
glare screen, a Return key easily reachable by a typist, 
detachable keyboard, independent X and Y cursor 
addressing, and flexibility in case and options avail­
able.
