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GENERAL DESCRIPTION

CHECKX/LOAD.DUMP is an MCP utility which compares the files on a
system Llibrary tape (created by SYSTEM/LOAD.DUMP) to those files
of the same name on disk.

A listing of the files on the tape is produced and contains the
following information:

1. Relative file nuamber

2. File~identifier

3. File-type

4. Record size (bytes)

5. Blocking factor

6. EOF pointer

7. Creation/compitation date

If there is a file compare error, the type of error will be
noted.

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QPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

To compare all the files on a library tape to the system disk
(default)s, the execute message shown below should be entered.

EX CHECK/LOAD.CUMP FILE T NAME = <tape-id>
This message will compare the files on the tape to the files
residing on the system disk. CHECK/LOAD.DUMP may be executed in
the following way.

EX CHECK/LOAD.OUMP

CHECK/LOAD.DUMP widl then request the tape to be coapared. The
user then enters an [IGNORE CLABEL (IL) message to the MCP
specifying the desired tape drive.

WKhen the program encounters the first compare error the following
message Wwill be displayed on the SPO:

To compare the tape to a disk other than the system disk the
execute statement must specify the pack-id.

It is possible to designate a compare on only certain files
rather than an entire tape. To accomplish thiss, set SW 0 to some
non~zero value.

CHECK/LOAD.DUMP will request the names of the files to be
compared. These are entered one at a time via an ACCEPT message.
A final blank ACCEPT message terminates the request string.
"<family-name>/=" and "=/<file~-id>" forms are allowed. Also»
*=/=" is allowed and causes the entire tape to be compared. The
example below illustrates this procedure.

When a file compare error has occurreds the disk and
tape buffers are dusped in hexadecimal formate. Each 4-bit

character that does not coapare is flagged with an asterisk.

SENSE SMITCH 2

This progras switch can be used to control the output listing
normally produced by the progras. If it is set to a non-zero
value (e.g. SW2=1)» no Llisting is printed on the Line printer.
Regardless of the setting of this switchs the total number of
errorss if anys, is reported on the console CRT (SP0O) at EOJ.
