The printing of access class Information "111 be controlled bV 
the -llode and -ai' options as are the other access control data. 
The users mode to the branch wl1. be the raw acl mode. The 
access class wIll be printed as a character string which na.es 
the sensItIvIty level and access categorIes as defined 1n 
installatIon_paras. (The short names witl be used In the strIng.) 
If the Character strIng describing the access class Is a null 
string (as for a sIngle access class system) the pr1nting wlft be 
suppressed. 
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
