new level of productivity. New users come up to speed quickly, and users of
our previous generation emulation interface can continue to use the
commands they already know -- or move even faster by using the new graphical
features.

Softkey Interface for ASCII Terminals Included

Both the Graphical User Interface and the Softkey Interface are part of the
HP 9000 hosted interfagroduct. If you are running the X Window System,
the Graphical User Interface is the default interface. If the X Window System
is not running, the Softkey Interface is the default interface.

When you are running the X Window Systeemul700command line options
(emul700 -u skemuk 64700_mme> ) allow you to start up the Softkey
Interface instead of the Graphical User Interface.
