Description

The 3661 Store Controller en-
hances the IBM 3660 Supermarket
System. The 3661 and 3663 Super-
market Terminals form a key entry
system that gives the food retailer
the advantages of the 3660 system
in smaller stores where the capac-
ities and throughput of the 3660
Supermarket System are not
required.

The 3661 Store Controller
directs the flow of data through-
out the store. Communication
with the host CPU is via a 1200 bps
integrated modem or an external
modem, and a dial-up communica-
tions line. Communication within
the store is via one or two locally
attached 3663s Model 2, and up
to ten additional loop-attached
3663s Model 1 or 2. There is one
store loop available per 3661.
