feature. This extends component

life by causing the screen to
go blank (except for the solid line

above the Operator Information

Line) when there is no activity

from the keyboard for about

20 minutes. All your information
instantly restores when any
key is touched or when a mes-
sage is received from the CPU.
Internal power-on test diag-
nostics assure you that your
2178 is fully functioning. And the
additional special test menu
allows you to select and run any
of 16 specific diagnostic rou-
tines for problem analysis and
resolution.

After you choose a specific test
and press “enter, the diagnostic
routine cycles and displays the
status.

Compact and Comfortable
to Use

The 2178’s compact shape
gives you maximum comfort and
flexibility in operation. The entire
unit weighs 25 pounds and
stands just 15 inches high. It
measures 13.4 inches across the
logic module and 19.3 inches
across the keyboard.
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The space-saving, green
phosphor display is 12 inches
(measured diagonally) and
comes standard with non-glare
screen.

The display module tilts and
swivels so you don't have to.
You can freely move it 10 degrees
up or down, or 45 degrees left
or right, to accommodate your
line of vision.

The compact and lightweight 2178
takes up little space on a deskiop
and is easy to move.

Convenience and ergonomics
also characterize the keyboard.
The non-reflective moldings
and keytops eliminate glare. Its
height of less than 2.2 inches
prevents wrist strain and reduces
operator fatigue.

Plus, the keyboard adjusts
to two different heights, so you
can position the angle to your
preference.

Modular Design for
Convenient Placement

The 2178 is actually a three-
part unit, consisting of a display
module, a logic module —
containing the logic and power
supply—and a keyboard module.

Each module can be easily inter-
changed and moved around the
desktop.

The benefit of this advanced
design is that you can arrange
the modules to suit your desktop
space. For example, you can
place the logic module on your
shelf, set the display module
in the corner, and put the key-
board on the desk edge nearest
your chair. The cabling, from
keyboard to display and from dis-
play to logic module, enhances
this flexibility.

For even more versatility, you can
add personal computing capabilities
to the 2178 Display Station by
connecting a Memorex 2200
Attached Processor.
