cpp-precomp does not support the -H option.

cpp-precomp does not allow the -H option and exits with the error message:
cpp-precomp: Invalid option '-H'

Use the compiler’s -traditional-cpp option.

The AMDPCSCSI example in /NextDeveloper/Examples/DriverKit doesn’t compile.

When you attempt to compile the AMDPCSCSI example, the compiler complains of a
missing header file: driverkit/IOPower.h.
