UPPER and lower case in and out of the CT-1024??2?2?

It's easy with this simple modification. Mount the IC in a
socket on a small piece of perf board or similar material with somne
"L" shaped tinned copper wire connected to Vcc and ground pins for
direct mounting on the 5 volt and ground buss on the top of the
CT-1024 main circuit board. Break the Bit 6 foil from pin 9
of IC 39 at the point where it goes to IC 31 after it forms
a "T". Attach Bit & (negated bit) to inputs of 7402. The CT-1024 will
now generate UPPER and lower case in one switch position and
UPPER case only in the other. The terminal CRT will only display
UPPER casd however.
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Here is a short program written in BASIC by Bob Engels of Sheboygan. The
nurpose of this nrogram is to sense the ON position of eight switches that
__come into the comnuter via a 8 bit parallel innut nort.
