--4 bug in the TAPE command which caused filenames to be read incorrectly
.nder certain circumstances has been fixed.

In addition, two new switches have been implemented. These are -

(i) /LFCR  Switch which causes line feed and carriage return
characters to be interchanged on input. This is
intended for Texas Instruments terminal users who
are advised to use the <line feed><carriage return>
sequence to terminate locally made cassette lines by
their users manual.

(ii) /FILL Switch which allows filler characters corresponding
to the currently set filler class to be stored on the
tape. The normal action (when this switch is not
given) is to inhibit the sending of filler characters.

2 NEW LIBRARY MANIPULATION PROGRAM - MAKLIB V1-6

.AKLIB has been put on NEW as from 19 January 1976 and it is
anticipated that it will be transferred to STD in February.

It is a program to manipulate libraries of REL files and is a
replacement for FUDGE2. Unlike FUDGE2, it uses SCAN and WILD
to arrive at some consistency of command handling with the later
DEC Cusps.

standards and hence is incompatible in command format with
CSORT.

An alternate version of the latest Cobol system is to be
installed on NEW:. This version is based on that which is
to be installed on STD: except that it interfaces to the new
Sort system,
