The Centre with the CSIRO Division of Computing Research is 
currently testing phase I of an interface to the CSIRO 
network-CSIRONET. This facility is designed to allow users of 
the University of Queensland Network to log on to CSIRONET and 
vice versa, Phase I allows terminal access only, Phase II will 
provide for file transfers between networks, 

The facility will be available only from network terminals. 
Terminals connected directly to the KA10 for interface are not 
network terminals, You can discover if your terminal is a 
network terminal by giving the command 

WHERE TTY: 
and if the node typed in response to the command is other than 
UQKA10(6) or UQKL10(1) your terminal is a network terminal. 

Each week day between 3,00 pm and 11,00 pm the Centre is 
running for testing purposes the network node which interfaces to 
CSIRONET. Users who already have accounts on CSIRONET are 
invited to test this out and report any bugs or suggested 
enhancements to me by phoning me on University extension 3391. 

To gain access to CSIRONET from the University network type: 

SET HOST CSIRO 

after which the system will respond with 
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?UNDEFINED NETWORK NODE 

(indicating the facility is not currently available and you 
should try again later) 

or CSIRO GATEWAY V1.0 
Escape character is A V 

at which point you may type in the CSIRONET login sequence (which 
for now must be in upper case). When you have finished using 
CSIRONET you may return to using the· DEClO by typing A V 
(control-V) and after receiving the prompt text: 

NET> 

type a SET HOST command to return your terminal to either the 
KL10 or KA10. Note however that for now you must type the node 
name (e.g. UQKL10 or UQKA10) and not the node number. This is 
only a temporary restriction, all normal network commands will be 
implemented on the CSIRO node in due course.
