(a) There have been reported some examples of improper calculations and 
output conversions involving FORTRk~ IV real quantities. 

Investigation has shown that a problem exis t s , but that it occurs 
only intermittently. A hardware error was found to be part of the 
problem and this has now been remedied, but there appear to be other 
defects that have not yet been isolated. 

So far, this problem has been seen only in the execution of FORTRAN 
programs and if you have any demons trable examples of this nature, 
we would like to see them , so that we can attempt to locate the 
problem area.
