If the full version of Video for Windows (not the freely available runtime version) is installed on a Windows 3.x system running Xing Player v1.1, v1.2 or v1.3, then the Xing performance will be greatly reduced. Running the Xing diagnostics indicates that the Xing driver is no longer using DCI.





The problem is caused by the existence of a Video for Windows file called DIGITALV.MCI in the Windows System directory. If this file is deleted (or renamed), then the Xing performance is recovered. We have not been able to ascertain from Microsoft what exactly DIGITALV.MCI does, but tests here indicate that renaming it does not affect video capture or editing.
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
