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Version 1.0 of MPEG Player software displayed all the horizontal lines in the MPEG video, including 6 black lines at the top.  These lines were removed in version 1.1 and above software.  Some users may prefer that these lines are displayed so that applications developed for v1.0 will still have video displayed the same when used with later software.


The section  [MPEG Player]  in   VDI.INI  can have this line added to make the number of displayed lines in an MPEG movie identical to that used in v1.0 of the MPEG Player software:





	AuxClip=0





The number of clipped lines can be set between 0 and 6.





Note that the README.TXT in v3.0 says that  AuxClip  can be set to 6; this is an error, it should be set to 0 as described above.
