This chapter describes the main features of the Intel® Entry Server Chassis SC5295-E. 
The location of important chassis components and connections, as well as a description of 
LED identification, are also presented.

The Intel® Entry Server Chassis SC5295-E is a 5.2U pedestal1 server chassis and is 
available in four configurations: UP (uni-processor), DP (dual-processor), WS 
(workstation), and BRP (base redundant power). The chassis is designed to support the 
Intel® Server Boards SE7320EP2, SE7525RP2, SE7520BD2 or SE7230NH1-E. The type 
of server board supported is dependent upon the configuration of Intel® Entry Server 
Chassis SC5295-E purchased. See Table 1 for a list of the Intel® server boards that are 
supported by each server chassis configuration..

Hard Disk Drives

The server chassis ships with one fixed hard drive cage capable of supporting up to six 
cabled 3.5-in x 1-in hard drives. Power requirements for each individual hard drive may 
limit the maximum number of drives that can be integrated into the server chassis.

An optional hot-swap SCSI or SAS/SATA backplane hard drive cage (capable of handling 
up to six hot-swappable SCSI, SATA or SAS hard drives) may be purchased to replace the 
fixed hard drive cage.

Front Bezel Assembly

The front bezel assembly provides a snap-on design that allows for maximum airflow 
through the server chassis. 

The DP, WS, and BRP configurations of the server chassis ship with a two-piece front 
bezel assembly. 

The UP configuration of the server chassis ships with a one-piece front bezel assembly.

Rack-Mounted Systems

Your Entry Server Chassis SC5295-E can be optionally mounted into a rack. Instructions 
for installing your chassis into a rack are included with the rail kit. 

The order number for the rack mounting kit is APP3RACKIT.

Mechanical Locks

All configurations of the server chassis can support the installation of a padlock loop (see 
letter “A” in the following figure) at the rear of the chassis. Additionally, the DP, WS, and 
BRP configurations of the server chassis ship with a two-position mechanical lock (see 
letter “B”) on the front bezel assembly to prevent access to the hard drives and the interior 
of the chassis. .

Before You Begin

System References

All references to left, right, front, top, and bottom assume the reader is facing the front of 
the chassis as it would be positioned for pedestal operation.

Removing and Installing the Left Side Cover

Warning: This chassis must be operated with the left side cover installed to ensure proper cooling.

Removing the Left Side Cover

The Entry Server Chassis SC5295-E must be operated with the left side cover in place to 
ensure proper cooling. You will need to remove the left side cover to add or replace 
components inside of the platform. Before removing the left side cover, power down the 
server and unplug all peripheral devices and the AC power cable. 

Note: A nonskid surface or a stop behind the chassis may be needed to prevent the chassis from 
sliding on your work surface.
1. Observe the safety and ESD precautions listed in Appendix A, “Safety Information”. 
2. Turn off all peripheral devices connected to the server. Turn off the server. 
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Hardware Installations and Upgrades
3. Disconnect the AC power cord(s).
4. If present, remove the two screws (see letter “A” in the following figure). Push in on 

latch with your right hand (see letter “B”), and with your left hand, grasp the rear 
cover clasp and slide the left side cover rearward to remove from chassis (see letter 
“C”).

1. Slide the left side cover on the chassis and latch securely (see letter “A” in the 

following figure).

Removing and Installing the Front Bezel Assembly

The DP, WS, and BRP configurations of the Entry Server Chassis SC5295-E ship with a 
two-piece front bezel assembly. The UP configuration ships with a one-piece bezel 
assembly. Both front bezel assemblies are removed and installed in the same manner.

Removing the Front Bezel Assembly

Note: The following figure uses the two-piece front bezel assembly for illustrative purposes. The 
one-piece bezel assembly is removed in the same manner.
1. Observe the safety and ESD precautions listed in Appendix A, “Safety Information”. 
2. Turn off all peripheral devices connected to the server. Turn off the server. 
3. Disconnect the AC power cord.
4. Remove the left side cover. For instructions, see “Removing the Left Side Cover”. 
5. Disengage the two bezel tabs from the left side of the chassis (see letter “A” in the 

following figure). Rotate the left side of the front bezel assembly outward slightly (see 
letter “B”). Disengage the three clips that attach the right side of the front bezel 
assembly to the chassis and remove (see letter “C”).

Removing and Installing the Processor Air Ducts

Warning: Always operate your server chassis with the processor air ducts in place. These air ducts 
are required for proper airflow within the chassis. 

Warning: The processor air ducts must only be used with active thermal solutions. 

Note: The following removal and install procedures are not applicatible to the UP configuration 
of the Entry Server Chassis SC5295-E. The processor air duct on the UP configuration is 
built into the left side cover. Removal (or installation) of the left side cover will also 
remove (or install) the attached ductwork..

When adding or replacing a processor, first remove the processor air ducts, and then refer 
to your server board User Guide for instructions on processor installation and removal. 
Return to these instructions to reinstall the processor air duct(s)after you have installed 
your processor and heat sink.

Removing the Processor Air Ducts

Note: The following procedure is not applicable to the UP configuration of the Entry Server 
Chassis SC5295-E. The processor air duct on the UP configuration is built into the left 
side cover. Removal of the left side cover will also remove the attached ductwork.

Note: Presence of the small processor air duct is only required if you have an Intel® Server 
Board SE7320EP2 or SE7525RP2 installed.
1. Observe the safety and ESD precautions listed in Appendix A, “Safety Information”. 
2. Power down the server and unplug all peripheral devices and the AC power cable. 
3. Remove the left side cover. For instructions, see “Removing the Left Side Cover”. 
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Hardware Installations and Upgrades
4. (This step is server board dependent. See Note above.) Loosen the mounting screw 
and remove the small processor air duct labeled “Part B”.
