1. Introduction

This document helps you install specific operating systems on one hard drive that is attached to
the embedded SAS controller of your Intel® Server System SR9000MK4U.

This document is for these operating systems:

= Microsoft Windows 2003* Enterprise Server SP1 (Intel® Itanium® 2 processor family
edition)

= Red Hat* Enterprise Linux 4 Update 4 (RHEL4u4)
»= SUSE Linux Enterprise Server 10 (SLES 10)

This document is not your primary source of information about the server system hardware or
software. New and open issues will be published in the Intel® Server System SR9000MK4U
Specification Update, available at
http://support.intel.com/support/motherboards/server/sr9000mk4u.

Read this document and the specification update, and be familiar with the product guide before
configuring or operating the server.

2. Preconfiguration

Make sure your server system has these firmware revisions or later installed:
= System BIOS / firmware: 03-12
= BMC firmware: 03-14

Make sure that each memory box in your Intel® Server System SR9000MKA4U is populated. Any
memory box that does not contain at least four DIMMs must be removed from the server system
for the system to boot properly.

Make sure your Intel® Server System SR9000MK4U boots to an EFI shell prompt.
Optional: Perform a low-level format of the hard drive. To do so:

1. Insert the SAS hard drive into the left drive bay.
2. Power on the server.
3. Inthe EFI Boot Manager select “EFI Shell [Built in]”.

9. Type Is to view the contents.

10. Type setupldr to run the installation program.

11. When prompted to load additional drivers press <F6>.

12. Type S to Specify Additional Device.

Note: The display may be slow because of console redirection to the serial port.

Insert the Intel® Server System SR9000MK4U Resource CD.

Power on the server.

In the EFI Boot Manager select EFI Shell [Built in] and press <Enter>.

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Note: If the block device is present but there is no corresponding file system, type: mount
blk# where blk# is the ramdrive block device ( blkO in the screen sample). Type map —r to
regenerate the mapping table.

11. Copy the SAS drivers from the USB key to the ramdrive. Type:

cp —r fTs#:\[Folder Containing Driver]\ fs#:\
where # is the USB key and the ramdrive.

12. Remove the Resource CD and insert the Windows 2003 SP1 1A64 installation CD.
13. Type: map —r.

14. Change to the Windows 2003 Server SP1 1A64 installation CD file system.

15. Type Is to view the contents.

16. Type setupldr to run the installation program.

Note: There may be an error while loading the Isi_sas.sys drivers. This does not affect the
installation. Press <Enter> to continue.

17. Type S to Specify Additional Device.

When prompted for the driver you should see the following:

LSI Logic Fusion-MPT SAS Driver (Server 2003 1A64).
18. Press <Enter> to select the driver.

19. Press <Enter> to continue. Setup load various drivers.
20. Continue with the Windows installation.
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After completing the Windows Server 2003 installation, disable Write Combining to improve
system stability:

Select Start > Settings > Control Panel > Display.

Select the Settings tab, Advanced button.

Select the Troubleshoot tab and uncheck Enable write combining.

Attach the SAS hard disk drive to the left drive bay (SAS(Pun0, Lun0)).

Insert the SUSE* Linux operating system CD.

Power on the server. It might take up to 20 minutes before the video is initialized.
Select the Boot Option Maintenance menu from the EFI Boot Manager.

Select the Boot from File.

Select the Removable Media Boot option representing the CD-ROM drive.

Type textmode=1 and press <Enter>.

Select the appropriate options.

After the system restarts, select SUSE Linux Enterprise Server 10 in the EFI Boot
Manager Menu to continue the installation.

NOTE: After the install is complete the system boots into the SUSE GUI causing the screen
to go blank.

This forces SUSE to start in text mode.

Press <F2> to save, <Enter> to confirm, and <F3> to exit.

In EFI Shell type exit to return to the EFI Boot Manager menu.
Select SUSE Linux Enterprise Server 10 and press <Enter>.
The system boots into the Text User Interface (TUI).
