Load DIMMs in the following order:
Bank 1=DIMMs 1, 2, 3, 4

Bank 2=DIMMs 5, 6, 7, 8

Bank 3=DIMMs 9, 10, 11, 12

All four slots in a bank should be filled.

Unless you are installing a
processor in sockets 3 or 4,
leave the foam block in place
fo maintain proper cooling.
