If the contents meet specifications, then seal the carton with 
IBM logo tape or another tamper evident indicator specified on the bill of materials. The logo tape or 
tamper evident seal will indicate that the carton can be certified to meet FAA standards for air shipment. 
If you discover parts or devices that appear suspicious (whether or not potentially explosive), carefully 
secure the carton on the line and notify IBM management promptly.

Section 2 - Unit Packaging  

2.1 - If not already done, erect the shipping carton (37L7553 - PWS or 37L8055 - Server) 
and seal bottom flaps.  

2.2 - Call machine to the packaging station. Verify the feet of unit are secure, verify unit is 
cosmetically clean and cover is correctly installed. Rotate machine and inspect all sides.  

2.3 - Place the bottom of the unit onto the end load pedestal. Move the assembly pallet out 
of the workstation.  

2.4 - Scan the machine serialized bar code. This will cause the carton label system to print 
the proper carton labels.  
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2.5 - Place bag (00K7781) over the unit with the printing on the bag facing the operator. (see 
illustration below).  

  

2.6 - Remove labels from the printer and apply one carton label to the long side (length) 
panel using the tick mark provided. Align the bottom of the carton label with the bottom 
edge of the tick mark. With the carton on its side and while facing the length panel with 
label (just applied), apply second carton label to the adjacent short side (width) panel to the 
immediate right. Align the bottom of the carton label with the bottom edge of the tick mark. 
Orient the carton so its opening faces upwards.  

2.7 - If required: Place "Choose and Recover Label" (06P7110) above carton label on the 
long side (length) panel. (See 2 illustrations below).  

   

2.8 - If the system configuration calls for a lock bar to be installed use filament tape to hold 
the bar in place.  
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2.9 - Place the front cushion (37L7562 - molded) or (37L7554 - fabricated), over the bagged 
machine.  

2.10 - Place the rear cushion (37L7563 - molded) or (37L7555 - fabricated), over the bagged 
machine.  

Note: Fabricated cushions should only be used in the event that molded cushions are 
unavailable. If fabricated cushions need to be used, notify IBM Packaging Engineering 
immediately.  

   

2.11 - Place the cushioned unit into the bottom of the carton.  

 
*********************************************************IMPORTANT******
THE ORIENTATION OF THE SYSTEM IS CRITICAL IN THE LABELING PROCESS. 
THE CARTON HAS "FRONT OF SYSTEM UNIT" PRINTED ON THE MINOR FLAP 
INDICATING WHERE THE FRONT OF THE SYSTEM IS SUPPOSE TO BE INSIDE 
THE CARTON. ALSO, THE CARTON HAS "KEYBOARD WITH ARROWS" PRINTED 
ON IT, INDICATING WHICH SIDE TO PLACE THE KEYBOARD.

NOTE: When lifting the cushioned unit into the box, wrap arms fully around the 
cushions, and / use handle. DO NOT pick up the unit by partially grabbing the 
cushions or by lifting the cushions by the vent holes, other cavities, or ribs.  

2.12 - If the unit is one to go to OOB, follow local OOB process for labeling.  

2.13 - Place the correct keyboard in back of the rear cushions.  

NOTE: If the system is to ship without a keyboard, a keyboard filler must be used. 
Place P/N 25P1068 in place of the keyboard. DO NOT ATTEMPT TO USE 
KEYBOARD FILLER IF KEYBOARD IS PRESENT.  

  

2.14 - Place 3-sided tray/u-sheet (P/N 06P6689) into the top of the carton (position the 
smallest fold of the u-sheet to the rear of the system) Remove the plastic bag of shipgroup 
parts from the reusable tray and place them into the tray area. If closed shipgroup is used, 
use either 04N8325 or 06P6502 instead.  
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.   

2.14.b - If system ships with a sealed shipgroup, place ship group on top of unit instead of u-
sheet or extra shipgroup.  

  

2.15 - Bend the top four flaps of the CPU carton inward (minor flap inside major flaps) so 
the scores are broken. Send the assembly down the conveyor to be sealed using IBM logo 
tape (74F5699 or 74F5698).  

Section 3 - Manufacturing Palletization 
 
3.1 - Worldwide Palletization 
 
3.1.1 - Place 12 systems on a full size pallet. 
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3.1.2 - Secure load to pallet utilizing materials listed on BOM.  
 
3.1.3 - Place two pallet labels on the front and left sides of the pallet load.
