Run PC Card Property from the Control Panel to detect new card (see Figure 1).

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IMPORTANT:  Windows 95 will prompt for the location of the file ‘MARGIPNP.VXD’ since it could not be found.  At this point, simply type D:\  (or the location of the installation CD-ROM disc in which this file is located), and click OK.  The drivers will then be automatically installed.
After the installation is complete, there will be 2 loud beeps once the card is recognized. (see Figure 3)

While the DVD-to-Go( Driver CD-ROM is still in the CD-ROM drive.  Type D:\SETUP.EXE (where D:\ represents the location of the installation driver).

Follow the instructions on the screen.  (It is recommended to use the Default setup during the installation).  During the installation procedure, you will be prompted to choose your regional code.  For help in determining your regional code, please refer to the “Understanding Your Regional Code” section.
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It is important to select the desired region understanding that once the selection has been made, you CAN ONLY play the DVD titles from that region.  Please read through the IMPORTANT note below for more information about your DVD title.

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Launching the MARGI DVD Player

Understanding the DVD Player Panel

NOTE:  The LOCK and X marks on the buttons are described as follow:
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The LOCK mark appears only when certain scene is required to be played through without any 

interfering.  The mark will disappear once the scene is done playing.
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This X mark shows this particular option is NOT present or available from the DVD disc.
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Figure 6 – DVD Player Panel / Navigator
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If a DVD video disc contains a title menu, a specific title can be located by clicking the Title button.
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Use the Menu button to display the menu screen included on DVD video disc.  It allows the user to select particular sequences or functions available.
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During the playback, you can choose different subtitle language from those included on the DVD video disc.  It allows to have a selection of up to 32 subtitles.
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If a particular scene was recorded from multiple angles, you can switch the camera angle up to 9 different camera angles (multiple angles) of the scene you are currently watching.
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During the playback, you can choose a playback audio setting such as language, recording system and audio channel).

appendix B: Troubleshooting

Symptom:  
The video displayed on the screen is mixed with green and magenta colors. 

Possible cause:  
The DVD-to-Go( Card is NOT plugged into a Zoomed Video (ZV) Enabled slot.

Corrective Action:
Ensure that the card is inserted into a Zoomed Video Enabled slot (usually the bottom slot).  Please refer to the notebook manual for more information.

Symptom:  
The playback video is not smooth.

Possible causes:  
1)  The DMA transfer not enabled.


2)  The Cache memory is not being set to max size.

Corrective Actions:
1)  Enable the DMA transfer on DVD-ROM by opening SYSTEM under CONTROL PANEL, click the Device Manager tab and double-click the CD-ROM icon.  Select the DVD-ROM and select Properties.  Under the SETTINGS tab, check the DMA option.  Note:  The system will restart after the setting is made.  Insure that all applications have been closed.

2)  Enable the Cache at full setting by opening SYSTEM under CONTROL PANEL, click the PERFORMANCE tab and choose FILE SYSTEM under Advanced Settings.  Click the CD-ROM tab, then set Supplemental Cache Size to LARGE (right most on the ruler) and Optimize access pattern for QUAD SPEED OR HIGHER.

Glossary of Terms

· AC-3 – A Dolby Laboratories specification for digital audio.  An AC-3 stream provides 5.1 channel of digital audio (full 44.1 kHz, 16-bit digital Channels for left, right, center, left surround, right surround, and an additional low bitrate channel for sub woofer information).
· Angle Control – Angle control allows the user playing a DVD title to select which scene is displayed when the DVD content contains multiple angles.  Most DVD video discs offer the possibility to include up to 8 different camera angles which can be seamlessly selected by the user.

· Card and Socket Services - A set of software interfaces that automatically detect insertion and removal on PCMCIA cards and allocates the appropriate computer resources.

· Chapter – Divisions of a DVD title that are defined by the content provider.  Chapters normally begin at a particular scene in a movie, and break it down into smaller portions, analogous to tracks on an audio CD.  

· DVD -Digital Video/Versatile Disc - A new digital storage technology that can store data up to 4.7 gigabytes (a single layer disc) of information on a super high density disc.  Future discs will be double-sided, boosting the capacity to as much as 17 gigabytes (double layers on each side).

· Hot Plugging/Unplugging  - The insertion/removal of the DVD-to-go( card while the card is playing a file. This feature allows the card to be removed and reinserted without termination of the file being played.

· OEM Service Release (OSR) - A version of Windows 95 released to PC vendors that included a variety of bug fixes as well as support for enhanced devices.  OSR1 applies for Windows 95 version [4.00.950 and 4.00.95a] and OSR2 applies for the latest version [4.00.950B].

· PCMCIA  - Personal Computer Memory Card International Association - This is the organization responsible setting the standards followed by any card that bears this name. These standards describe things like physical characteristics and electrical specifications.

· ZV  (Zoomed Video) - A video standard that allows full motion, full-frame video display on notebook computers.
· Zoomed Video (ZV) Port - An extension to the PC Card (PCMCIA) standard that provides a high transfer rate for video applications on notebooks.  Video data goes directly to the display controller, bypassing the CPU and system bus, allowing full-screen, full-motion (30 frames per second) playback of digital video.  The ZV Port is activated by plugging in a PC Card that is ZV Port-compliant.
