Starting the projector

To start the projector, do the following.

Positioning the projector

To determine where to position the projector, consider the size and shape of your
screen, the location of your power outlets, and the distance between the projector
and the rest of your equipment. Following are some general guidelines:

Position the projector on a flat surface at a right angle to the screen. The
projector must be at least 1.5 m (4.9 ft) from the projection screen.

Position the projector within 2.7 m (9 ft) of your power source and within 1.8 m
(6 ft) of any wired video devices (unless you purchase extension cables). To
ensure adequate cable access, do not place the projector within .15 m (6 in.) of a
wall or other object.

Note: Wireless range may vary depending on environmental conditions.

Position the projector the desired distance from the screen. The distance from the
lens of the projector to the screen, the zoom setting, and the video format
determine the size of the projected image.

Attention: Ensure that projector air flow is sufficient and not blocked or using
recirculated air. Please also ensure that the projector is not in a confined space.

Adjusting the projector level and height

To adjust the projector level and height, complete the following procedure:

1. To raise the height of the projector, lift the projector | and press the
height-adjuster buttons . The elevator foot [ drops down.

2. To make minor adjustments to the height, rotate the elevator foot.

3. To lower the level of the projector, press the height-adjuster button and press
down on the top of the projector.

Note:

* The projector table or stand should be level and sturdy.

* Position the projector so that it is perpendicular to the screen.

* Be sure the cables are not in a place where they can knock over the

Adjusting the image

By clicking OK from a wired device, a wireless projection will begin in the background.
The wired projection continues without any interference. You can switch to the wireless
projection by pressing the Wireless button on the remote, and press Source to switch back.

During wireless projection, the disconnection prevention mechanism will reduce
unexpected disconnections.

Binding and Unbinding a Projector

Binding is an optional setting which allows a user to select one wireless projector
and associate it with the user’s notebook. If binding is selected, a hotkey
combination (Ctrl + F5) can be used to toggle projecting on/off. Also, when
binding is selected, the software automatically projects to the selected wireless
projector.

To bind a projector, launch the Lenovo Wireless Projector software application,
which will automatically search for available wireless projectors.

To indicate that binding is on, the projector icon in the list of wireless projectors
displays a blue double arrow.

Once binding is selected with one wireless projector, the user can simply toggle
projection on/off with the hotkey combination Ctrl+F5 or by selecting Project and
End Project from the system tray icon.

To unbind the projector, start the wireless projector software and right-click over
the bound projector in the list (indicated by the blue double arrow). De-select
Bind. Alternately, the user can right-click the software icon in the system tray and
select Configuration. Choose the Setting tab and uncheck the Projector Binding
check box. Select OK to confirm and close the window.

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Chapter 5. Maintenance

This chapter provides information on projector maintenance.

Cleaning the projector

Cleaning the projector to remove dust and grime will help ensure trouble-free
operation.

* Be sure to turn off and unplug the projector at least 1 hour before cleaning.
Failure to do so could result in a severe burn.

* Use only a dampened cloth when cleaning. Do not allow water to enter the
ventilation openings on the projector.

* If a little water gets into the projector interior while cleaning, leave it unplugged
in a well-ventilated room for several hours before using.

* If a lot of water gets into the projector interior when cleaning, have the projector
serviced.

Cleaning the lens
To clean the lens, complete the following procedure:
1. Apply a non-abrasive camera lens cleaner to a soft, dry cloth.

Note: Avoid using an excessive amount of cleaner, and do not apply the
cleaner directly to the lens. Abrasive cleaners, solvents or other harsh
chemicals might scratch the lens.

2. Lightly wipe the cleaning cloth over the lens in a circular motion. If you do not
intend to use the projector immediately, replace the lens cap.

Cleaning the case
Follow the steps below to clean the projector case:
1. Wipe off dust with a clean dampened cloth.

2. Moisten the cloth with warm water and mild detergent (such as dish
detergent), and wipe the case.

3. Rinse all detergent from the cloth and wipe the case again.

Note: To prevent discoloration or fading of the case, do not use abrasive
alcohol-based cleaners.

Replacing the projector lamp

The projector lamp should only be replaced with an Lenovo certified replacement
part, which you can order from your business partner or go to
www.lenovo.com/think.

To replace the projector lamp, complete the following procedure:

1. Turn off the projector, unplug the power cord, and allow the projector to cool
for at least 1 hour.

2. Use a Phillips-head screwdriver to remove the screw from the lamp
compartment cover as shown in .

3. Remove the lamp compartment cover as shown in H.
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4. Remove the two screws from the lamp module as shown in ] .
5. Lift the module handle up and pull up firmly as shown in [[J.

6. Reverse steps 1 through 5 to install the new lamp module.

Note: The lamp module should be oriented as shown below when replacing.
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Attention: This product contains a Metal Arc Lamp, which contains Mercury.

Resetting the lamp timer
After replacing the lamp, you should reset the lamp hour counter to zero. Please
follow the steps below.
1. Press the Menu button to open the main menu.
2. Press the cursor left/right button to move to the Info menu.

3. Press the cursor up/down button to move down to Lamp Timer.
4. Press the Enter button. The screen will show Press Enter to Lamp Timer Reset.
5. Press the Enter button again to reset the lamp hours.

Attention: Lamp Life is a measure of brightness degradation only and is not a
specification for the time it takes a lamp to fail and cease light output. Lamp Life
is defined as the time it takes for more than 50% of a lamp sample population to
have brightness decrease by approximately 50% of the rated lumens for the
specified lamp. For example, if the defined life of a sample set of lamps is 2000
hours and their brightness is rated at 1100 lumens, then after 2000 hours 50% of
the lamps will still be brighter than 550 lumens.

Before you can use the remote control, you must install the AAA batteries that
come with this projector.

USB image display supports English and Simplified Chinese. When Simplified
Chinese is selected in the OSD menu, both English and Simplified Chinese file
names will be shown. When a language other than Simplified Chinese is selected
in the OSD menu, the interface will be in English and file names in western
languages such as English, French, German, Italian, Spanish, etc. can be

shown.

Operation description

Open

There are two ways of starting the USB image display:

* When the projector is in wireless projecting status, right click Lenovo Wireless
Projector system tray icon, and select USB image display in the tray menu.

* Press menu button on the control panel of the projector or remote controller,
then select Information »>Wireless Setting>USB Image Display in the OSD
menu.

In the USB image display status, you can browse pictures using the remote control
left mouse button, right mouse button, cursor pad, PgUp and PgDn keys on the
remote controller.

Selecting the Auto Slide Show/Manual Slide Show function, switches the image
display between Manual Slide Show and Auto Slide Show.

In Manual Slide Show mode, the user can step through images using Previous and
Next images.

In Auto Slide Show status, the images will change automatically every three
seconds. After the last image has finished being displayed, it will go back to the
first image.

Optimal Size/Original Size

If you click Optimal Size or double click left button (non full screen mode),
images will be shown in optimal size (filling the screen). Click Original Size or
double-click left button (non full screen mode), so the image will be shown in its
original size.

Full Screen Mode

After opening a file, you can select Full Screen Mode or click the right button to
switch back to full screen mode. Click right button to switch to non-full screen
mode.

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Appendix A. Troubleshooting

The guidelines below provide tips to deal with problems you may encounter while
using the projector. If the problem remains unsolved, contact your dealer for
assistance.

Common problems and solutions

Check the following before proceeding to the problem-specific solutions.

* Use a different electrical device in the electrical outlet to confirm that the outlet
is working.

* Ensure that the projector is turned on.

* Ensure all connections are securely attached.

* Ensure the attached device is turned on.

* Ensure a connected PC is not in suspend mode.

* Ensure a connected notebook computer is configured for an external display.
This is usually done by pressing an Fn-key combination on the notebook.

Tips for troubleshooting

In each problem-specific section, try the steps in the order suggested. This may
help you to solve the problem faster.

Try to pinpoint the problem and thus avoid replacing non-defective parts. For
example, if you replace batteries and the problem remains, put the original
batteries back and go to the next step.

Keep a record of the steps you take when troubleshooting: The information may be
useful when calling for technical support or for passing on to service personnel.

Troubleshooting information

The following table provides troubleshooting information for the projector. In some
cases, more than one possible solution is provided. Try the solutions in the order
they are presented. When the problem is solved, you can skip the additional
solutions.
