The warranties
provided by Lenovo Group Limited or one of its subsidiaries (called "Lenovo") in this Statement of Limited
Warranty apply only to Machines you purchase for your use, and not for resale. The term “Machine” means
a Lenovo machine, its options, features, conversions, upgrades or peripheral products, or any combination of
them. The term “Machine” does not include any software programs, whether pre-loaded with the Machine,
installed subsequently or otherwise.

What this Warranty Covers
