The NiHM battery option is supported on all models 1200 and 1300 of the ThinkPad

i Series computer. You can use it to replace the main battery.

To install the battery, refer to your computer's Setup Guide.

To maximize battery life:

� For a new battery or a battery that you have not used recently:

– Repeat recharging and discharging the battery completely at least three
times before use.

� Always use power management features such as standby and hibernation.

DANGER

There is a danger of an explosion if the rechargeable battery pack is
incorrectly replaced.
