The terms of Part 2 replace or modify those of Part 1. The warranties provided by IBM in this Statement of

Limited Warranty apply only to Machines you purchase for your use, and not for resale, from IBM or your

reseller.

You should remove all

such information from the Machine prior to its return.

Limitation of Liability: Circumstances may arise where, because of a default on IBM’s part or other

liability, you are entitled to recover damages from IBM. In each such instance, regardless of the basis on

which you are entitled to claim damages from IBM (including fundamental breach, negligence,

misrepresentation, or other contract or tort claim), except for any liability that cannot be waived or limited by

applicable laws, IBM is liable for no more than

1. damages for bodily injury (including death) and damage to real property and tangible personal property;

and

2. the amount of any other actual direct damages, up to the charges (if recurring, 12 months’ charges apply)

for the Machine that is subject of the claim.

Any disputes arising from or in connection with this Agreement will first be resolved by friendly

negotiations, failing which either of us has the right to submit the dispute to the China International

Economic and Trade Arbitration Commission in Beijing, the PRC, for arbitration in accordance with its

arbitration rules in force at the time. The arbitration tribunal will consist of three arbitrators. The language to

be used therein will be English and Chinese. An arbitral award will be final and binding on all the parties,
