Extension cords and related devices

Batteries

You are responsible for downloading and installing designated Machine Code
(microcode, basic input/output system code (called "BIOS”), utility programs,
device drivers, and diagnostics delivered with an IBM Machine) and other soft-
ware updates from an IBM Internet Web site or from other electronic media, and
following the instructions that IBM provides.
