Conectando o Cabo de Alimentacdo Wake on LAN

Nota: O cabo Wake on LAN né&o é necessario para sistemas compativeis com
PCI 2.2. Entretanto, é possivel conectar o cabo nesses sistemas sem
nenhum efeito adverso.

Para que o recurso Wake on LAN funcione corretamente, a placa deve estar
conectada a uma fonte de alimentagdo continua. Isso permite que a placa
monitore a rede, mesmo se o computador estiver desligado.
