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Cleaning your USB Sleek Mouse

 
To clean the mouse:

1. Disconnect the mouse cable from the computer.

2. Turn the mouse over and look carefully at the bottom. To
remove the retainer ring, turn it in the direction indicated by
the diagram on the bottom of the mouse.

3. Turn the mouse over, top side up, so that the retainer ring �1�
and ball �2� drop out.

4. Wash the ball in warm, soapy water; then dry it with a clean
cloth. Blow air carefully into the ball-cage �4� to dislodge
dust and lint.

5. Look for a build-up of dirt on the plastic rollers �3� inside the
ball-cage. This build-up usually appears as a stripe running
around the middle of the rollers.

6. If dirty, clean the rollers by using a cotton swab soaked in
isopropyl (rubbing) alcohol. Turn the rollers with your finger
and repeat the process until all deposits are removed. After
cleaning, make sure the rollers are still centered in their
channels.

7. Make sure that fluff from the swab is not left on the rollers.

8. Replace the ball and retainer ring. Turn the retainer ring to
lock it into place.

9. Connect the mouse cable to the computer.

Après avoir procédé à leur nettoyage, assurez-vous
que les roulettes sont bien centrées.

7. Vérifiez qu'il n'y a pas d'ouate du bâtonnet sur les roulettes.

8. Remettez en place la bille et l'anneau de retenue. Verrouillez
l'anneau de retenue en le tournant dans le sens opposé à la
flèche.

9. Reconnectez le câble de la souris de l'ordinateur.
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Para limpiar el ratón:

1. Desconecte el cable del ratón del sistema

2. Dé la vuelta al ratón y observe detenidamente la parte inferior.
Para desmontar el disco de retención, gírelo en la dirección
indicada en el diagrama que aparece en la parte inferior.

3. Vuelva a dar la vuelta al ratón, con la cara superior hacia
arriba, para que se desprendan el disco de retención �1� y la
bola �2�.

4. Lave la bola en agua tibia con jabón, y séquela con un paño
limpio. Sople con cuidado en la caja de la bola �4� para
eliminar el polvo y los hilachos.

5. Mire si hay alguna acumulación de suciedad en los rodillos
�3� de plástico dentro de la caja de la bola. Estas
acumulaciones aparecen normalmente como franjas alrededor
del medio de los rodillos.

6. Si están sucios, limpie los rodillos con un algodón empapado
en alcohol isopropilo. Gire los rodillos con los dedos y repita
el proceso hasta que se eliminen todos los depósitos. Después
de la limpieza, compruebe que los rodillos están centrados en
los canales.

7. Compruebe que no queden pelusas de algodón en los rodillos.

8. Vuelva a colocar la bola y el disco de retención. Gire el disco
de retención hasta que se ajuste en su sitio.

9. Conecte el cable del ratón al sistema.

Maneggiare i rulli con le proprie dita e ripetere la procedura
fina a quando viene rimosso l’accumulo di polvere. Dopo
aver effettuato la pulizia, verificare che i rulli vengano posti al
centro dei rispettivi canali corettamente.

7. Verificare che i batuffoli del panno no siano presenti sui rulli.

8. Reinstallare la pallina e l’anello di blocco. Capovolgere
l’anello di blocco per posizionarlo in maniera coretta.

9. Collegare il cavo del mouse all’elaboratore.
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Para limpar o mouse:

1. Desconecte o cabo do mouse do computador.

2. Vire o mouse e olhe cuidadosamente para o fundo. Para
remover o anel de retenção, gire-o na direçao indicada pelo
diagrama na parte de baixo do mouse.

6. Se estiverem sujos, limpe os roletes usando um cotonete
emebido em álcool isopropílico (esfregando). Gire os roletes
com o dedo e repita o processo até que todos os depósitos
sejam removidos. Após a limpeza, certifique-se de que os
roletes estejam centralizados em seus canais.

7. Certifique-se de que o algodão do cotonete não fique nos
roletes.

8. Coloque novamente a esfera e o anel de retenção. Gire o anel
de retenção para travá-lo na posição.

9. Conecte o cabo do mouse ao computador.
